‘POLITICAL AND LEGAL CONSTRAINTS’ HELP FILE
The purpose of this help file is to assist you in identifying any potential legal/political constraints that restrict the ability of implementing a water source.  There are two circumstances for which the veto clause applies including: the water source is located on private property with an owner that will not allow abstractions; and the water source is located in a conservation area owned by the government.  Otherwise, the potential water sources should be compared based on the need for negotiations with landowners and government officials.  You should consider the following questions in determining the need for negations.

· Who owns the land and what is the procedure to obtain permission to abstract?  If the source is not located on common land, would negotiations help to solve the problem? 

· Are there security problems at the source that would affect the safety of the local villagers?
· Is the local government allowing industries to pollute the water resources being considered for rural water supply leading directly or indirectly to long-term and irreversible effects on the quality of water?
After assessing the potential impacts, you must interpret their significance and assign a score to each potential water source.
